
Booking Conditions:- 

1. On application, a non-returnable deposit of £50 is payable for Summer 
Camp.  The balance is payable by 16 July 2010.  

2. Urban Saints Guildford reserve the right not to accept applications if they 
consider the applicant unsuitable. 

3. Cancellations should be notified to us immediately in writing.  If you 
cancel less than 4 weeks before Summer Camp, the full cost is payable. 
Cancellations prior to this will result in the deposit being forfeited. 

4. Lads are discouraged from coming for less than the full camp period.  In 
exceptional circumstances, this may be agreed in advance with Mike and 
a reduced camp fee will apply. 

5. It is expected that lads will behave reasonably.  Anyone who grossly 
misbehaves will be sent home.  Collection from the campsite will be the 
responsibility of, and at the expense of the parent/guardian. 

6. Parents will be required to pay for deliberate damage caused by their 
children. 

7. Alcohol is not permitted on Urban Saints holidays. 

8. You may wish to consider taking out insurance against personal 
accident, illness or loss of luggage.  Urban Saints are insured for public 
liability. 

9. Urban Saints will treat the information given to us in total confidence 
(except as required by law) and store it in full accordance with the data 
protection act 1988. We may take videos and photographs of camp 
activities and attendance at camp means agreement that these may 
appear in future Urban Saints publicity. 

10. In the event of the camp having to be cancelled during camp (or in the 
four weeks running up to camp) as a result of a situation beyond our 
control (e.g. Foot and mouth) a refund will be made pro rata of 50% of 
the fee. This recognises the fixed costs of camp including the transport of 
lads to and from camp.  

 For insurance reasons, should one of the lads travel to camp in his own 
car, he will not be permitted to use it whilst on camp.

Dear parents…  
You may be a little concerned or anxious about sending your son on a two 
week camp with Urban Saints Guildford and so it seems important to inform 
you of what our Summer Camp is all about. 
 
Urban Saints Guildford is one of over 700 other Urban Saints groups, 
supported by the national organisation, and has been running its own camps 
since 1912. Residential holidays are a key part of Urban Saints Guildford and 
this is reflected in the large variety of residential and camping holidays that 
we run; from Summer and Whitsun Camps to Senior, Junior and Inter 
weekends away. A lot of emphasis is put on the lads building lasting and 
enduring friendships. 
 
Your main concern is most likely to be the safety of your son. This is 
important to us too as our excellent safety record since 1912 shows. The 
basic aim is to ensure that all the lads have a great time, in a safe and secure 
environment. All reasonable safety precautions are taken on camp, with 
suitably experienced leaders running all activities. Moreover we have an 
experienced team of support staff, both male and female. Mike Gibbons, 
Group Chairman, will be heading up the leadership team again this year (his 
number is in the brochure). 
 
Lads are divided into ‘tent groups’ of about 6-8 according to their age, with 
two male adult leaders in charge of each of these. This means that we expect 
a lad to leader ratio of about 4:1. All lads are closely supervised by their 
leaders, while at the same time allowing an appropriate amount of freedom. 
This depends on the age of the lads, and the activity location. Some of the 
activities involve everybody on Camp, whist others take place in smaller 
groups, normally tent groups. There is a balance of free time and organised 
activities. 
 
We also aim to challenge and stimulate the lads to discover what the Bible 
says about Jesus, and His relevance to our lives today. 
 
We want as many lads as possible to come along and enjoy camp, so we try 
to keep the cost as low as we can.  The price quoted includes everything the 
lads need – accommodation, three meals a day, transport, and all outings 
and activities. Both Urban Saints Guildford and Urban Saints nationally have 
funds for those who genuinely cannot afford the fees.  If this is an issue, 
please do give Mike a call, he’ll be happy to discuss it.   
 
We’re looking forward to camp already, and hope your son will be able to join 
us for what will be an awesome, and a truly memorable two weeks. 
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Question: Who can go? 

Summer camp is open to all lads who attend Urban Saints Guildford.  If you 
have a non-Urban Saints friend who would like to come along too, please 
talk to Mike or consult one of the leaders. 

Camp is a great opportunity for lads and is the highlight of the Urban Saints 
Guildford year. We especially consider the needs of the younger boys. 
However, please feel free to chat with Mike if you are concerned about the 
age of your son. 

Question: How much does it cost? 

The all inclusive price of camp this year is £320. However, a £20 rebate will 
be given if you make your own travel arrangements. There is also a £25 
rebate if you apply before 16 April 2010 and / or a £25 rebate for brothers 
coming to camp (i.e. £615 for 2, £910 for 3). 

We require a minimum deposit of £50 per lad, upon application, with the 
balance payable by 16 July 2010. If you genuinely can’t afford the cost, then 
we are happy to arrange a payment scheme for you. We also receive some 
donations specifically for this purpose. 

Please note: We are keen to keep the price as low as possible, however the 
fee stated does not cover the full cost of camp.  If you are able to give an 
additional contribution this would be most welcome.   

Question: How do I apply? 

1. Fill in the application forms enclosed.
